e Minato Restaurant was announced to be closed on August 6. Time constraints and volunteering
day is limited on a weekday, so members were not called and a few members were assigned to
join. 1 mother and a son participated in our group and they continued to work as volunteers until
August 6.

e We 8 volunteers served 160 lunch; Mabo Chinese vegetables, rice, soup, pickles, and furuits
punch as desert. J-VIPA purchased fruits and cider for the Fruits Punch and it was so popular.

e A memorial painting drawn by Mr. Chiba was displayed in the restaurant. Mr. Chiba is one of
the people who got Tsunami and he was helping the restaurant every day.

e After the Minato Restaurant was closed, the space of this facility is planned to be used as a
community café, but details not decided, yet. Anyhow, the space would be returned to the city in
the end of September.

e Ishinomaki Volunteer Support Base “Kizuna” is decided to move to other place in mid-August.
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
